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Social protection is a blend of policies,
programmes and interventions that aim at
protecting poor and food-insecure people and to
lift them out of poverty and hunger.

Through a variety of programmes that provide
financial or in-kind support to poor and
vulnerable people, social protection enhances
their income, capacities and rights.

publicly provided transfers that can be
conditional or unconditional cash, or in-kind
transfers, or public works programmes.

typically financed by contributions from
employees, employers and from the state.
Such schemes enable people to protect
themselves against risks (illness, accidents,
etc.) by pooling resources among a larger
number of similarly exposed individuals or
households.
