
The rapidly increasing interest for commercial investments in land for large-scale agricultural production 
of biofuels, food, feed etc., particularly noticeable in Africa and other developing regions, is by many seen 
as a “curse” because it risk to deprive local people of their access to land and other natural resources need-
ed for their livelihood. Others argue that these investments are required to improve infrastructure, create 
employment and to foster economic dynamism in rural areas which is needed to combat poverty. 

The purpose of this seminar is to explore these different positions and discuss whether the increased inter-
est for large-scale agricultural investments also could be a development opportunity for local populations.
